The Maryborough Active Riders Club Inc. 2011 

Fraser Coast All Breeds Show committee have 

been extremely busy with a the planning of a huge 

program of Events, seeking sponsorship and the 

intense planning that goes behind the smooth 

operation of this two day event. 

 

This year the event will be held on Saturday the 

10
th
 and Sunday the 11

th
 of September in the 

comfort of the Covered Arena, with stabling and 

camping available and catering by the increasing 

popular mobile caterers, óPicnicinô. 

 

Members......this is our Show - our major Show 

Horse Event of the year and we would like to 

encourage ALL members to attend and take part in 

this once a year spectacular. 

 

A huge 72 halter classes will begin the program 

with 18 Breeds and/or Saddle Societies and in case 

we have forgotten anyone; an Unregistered Class 

combined with Any Other Breed. 

 

A Champion and Reserve Champion are on offer 

in each Breed with $15 prize money for all 

Champions and $10 for the Reserve Champions. 

 

All first place horses will then compete for Grand 

Champion Young Stock, Grand Champion Mare, 

Grand Champion Gelding and Grand Champion 

Stallion of the Show; which has been sponsored 

by Camilleri Under Slab......thank you to George 

and Vicki sponsoring our Show for three 

consecutive years. 

 

Our major sponsors, óóNNoorrtthheerrnn  EEnneerrggyy  

CCoorrppoorraattiioonn  LLiimmii tteeddôô  will crown the 2011 Fraser 

Coast All Breeds Show Supreme Led Exhibit. 

The 2011 Fraser Coast All Breeds Show is a 

Young Stock Feature Show and during the lunch 

break will see the Judging of the Led Yearling, 

Led Two Year Old and Led Three Year Old 

Futurity classes, all with prize money on offer. 

 

Saddle Classes will commence after lunch with 16 

Breeds and/or Societies competing in 54 classes; 

which include a Champion and Reserve Champion 

in each Breed with prize money, followed by the 

judging of the All Breeds Grand Champion Mare, 

Gelding and Stallion of the Show.  The three 

Grand Champions will then compete for the 

Supreme All Breeds Exhibit under saddle; which 

is kindly sponsored by the Fraser Coast Regional 

Council. 

 

With our many Dressage competitors in mind, the 

committee has included Warmblood classes both 

at halter and under saddle and an EFA registered 

section under saddle.  It would be great to see our 

dressage riders take advantage of these classes 

and support our show. 

 

During the dinner break will be the Judging of the 

crowd pleasers, ñthe Fancy Dress classesò.  Leesa 

Collishaw will be back this year with her stunning 

Baroque horses and beautifully creative costumes. 

 

With an under 15 Fancy Dress class, we encourage 

our younger riders to have a go!  Be creative and 

have fun!  All entrants receive a valuable prize 

donated by Garrards Horse and Hound. *  Fancy 

Dress classes are free to enter and the Show Horse 

Committee would like to thank all entrants for 

their display and support each year. 
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After the dinner break will see the judging of the 

popular Australian Stock Horse Challenge.  With 

three phases: Halter, Hack and Working, all 

phases offering prize money and overall prize 

money to fifth place with a Gold Cup and Trophy 

Rug being presented to this yearôs winner. 

 

While the Stock Horses are working, Ring Two 

will have two All Breeds Hack Challenges.  The 

first Challenge are for horses 14.2hh and under 

and the other Challenge for horses over 14.2hh.  It 

is stressed these All Breeds Challenges are open to 

all Breeds of horses and judged as an All Breeds 

Challenge, not as a Show Hack.  

 

OOnn  SSuunnddaayy  tthhee  1111
tthh, a full Hack Program will 

commence with Rider Classes in several age 

groups with prize money for all Junior, Senior, 

Novice and Open Champions and Reserve 

Champions, and the introduction of a Lead Rein 

Rider with Prizes for all Entrants and the Annual 

óAnne Evans Memorial Turn-Out Classô, which 

offers Prize Money and Sash for the winner and 

the Runner-Up. 

 

With our younger riders being the riders of our 

future, this year we have included a Lead Rein 

Pony Hack with a Champion and Reserve 

Champion and prizes from Garrards Horse and 

Hound for all entrants. 

 

The Show Horse Program offers classes for all 

levels of horses; which include a Maiden Classes, 

Novice Classes with a Champion and Reserve 

Champion including prize money and Open 

Classes; which also include Champions and 

Reserve Champions all with Prize Money. 

 

While the Hunter Novice classes are open to Show 

Horses and Hunters, the Open Hunter Classes are 

ONLY open to Hunter Horses and must compete 

in either the Open Show Horse classes or Open 

Hunter classes.  With the Hunter classes growing 

in the district, this year will see the Judging of a 

Supreme Hunter Hack of the Show. 

 

Once again we would like to encourage our 

dressage riders to take advantage of these Hunter 

classes where type and education will play a major 

role in the judging. 

Open Show Horse classes will continue with small 

and large hack classes, ridden mares, geldings and 

stallions classes and a Ladies and Gents Galloway 

and Hack. 

 

Ending the Program will be the crowning of this 

yearôs 2011 Fraser Coast All Breeds Show 

Supreme Hack.   

 

International Judge Marina Brand from Warwick 

will judge in Ring One and Show Horse Council 

qualified Judge and experienced horseman Mike 

Myers will judge Ring Two. 

 

The committee would like to see ALL Members 

partake in this yearôs event and stand proud behind 

the accolades behind the Fraser Coast All Breeds 

Show.

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Show Horse Co-ordinatorôs Report 
 

Hi Members.......... 

 

While numbers are down at our Show Horse 

Events, the Programs will be down-sized to cater 

to the amount of entrants.  With only a couple of 

Ponyôs currently competing, ridden Ponyôs will 

now compete in conjunction with the Galloways.  

There will remain separate Pony and Galloway 

classes; however there will only be a Champion 

and Reserve Champion Pony/Galloway Hack.   

 

*  Should pre-nominations increase, we will 

separate the classes on the day and add a 

Champion and Reserve Champion Pony. 

 

Other changes will affect the Hunter classes and 

again, due to the low entries, classes will be down-

sized; however a Champion and Reserve 

Champion will remain on the Program for our 

members with Hunter Hacks. 

 

Due to the low attendance at the recent Show 

Horse Events organisers have cancelled the Three 

Ring Hack Show and replaced it with a smaller 

program now called the JJUULLYY  HHAACCKK  SSHHOOWW, on 

SSUUNNDDAAYY  1100
tthh
  JJUULLYY in CCEENNTTRREE  RRIINNGG 

commencing at 88..3300AAMM. 

 

To keep the Program interesting, the Halter 

Classes have been adjusted slightly and a full 

Show Program will continue with Rider Classes, 

Hunter Classes, Beginner Hacks, Novice and 

Open. 

 

We hope to see a larger attendance....... 

 

Back to the All Breeds: There appears to be some 

confusion surrounding the Horses Birthday - the 

same Rules apply for the All Breeds as our closed 

Events due to the end of year awards point scoring 

system.  

 

If we were to change the Young Stockôs horseôs 

birthday (due to the All Breeds Show being held 

after the 1
st
 August), all three year old Young 

Stock will not be eligible for Young Stock classes 

therefore will not gain points towards end of year 

awards.   

 

 

 

 
Please Note:  this is a special clause for Young 

Stock and Futurity classes ONLYï all other 

horseôs birthday will be taken from the 1
st
 of 

August. 

 

We apologise if this is causing confusion; however 

the Show Horse and All Breeds committee will 

uphold to do our best to keep a fair playing field 

for our members. 

 

A similar ruling will apply for Age Group Riding 

Classes; your birthday will be taken from the first 

of January 2011 (what age you were on the 1
st
 of 

January will remain all year including the All 

Breeds Show).   

 

We are NOT the only organisation using these 

Rules! 

 

The other confusion is the Event being called 

Members Only Open Event........rest assured the 

2011 Fraser Coast All Breeds Show IS an OPEN 

EVENT.  Everyone is welcome to attend, however 

due to insurance purposes and the insurance 

company banning the previous óDay Insuranceô, 

we have got around the rule be adding Restricted 

Membership.  Restricted Membership is purely 

for insurance purposes and is at the same price 

as the previous Day Insurance.  Every competitor 

must be covered by insurance! 

 

We are at the mercy of our Insurance Company 

and must abide by their rules and regulations. 

 

Technical Rules and Regulations aside, the 

committee have done their utmost to conduct a 

Show for ALL Membersô benefit and needs in 

mind.  We would like all our Members to join in 

and more importantly, Enjoy The Show.
